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[image: image2.wmf]As your eyes look from the left to the right, feel that groovy, free spirited feeling of the 60’s era; but there was a flip side to that time period.  As your eyes cross the bridge to the right hand, you will feel the seriousness of the true issues that surrounded us at the time - from the elation of the first moonwalk, the stress of our men at war to the racial tension that divided our nation.
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Step by Step

Too Much Fun paint was used to create this design, as well as their complete airbrush system and their HP-101 Dual Action Airbrush gun.  I came up with the idea to apply drops of paint directly onto the nail and then using the airbrush to move the paint around to create a tie-die background to the nail.  Some of the design was done freehand with the Airbrush.  A technique using a torn paper towel was used to create dimension in the explosion.  A spackling technique was used to create small stars on the space nail.

Different color shades were used to create dimension and some colors were blended to create custom colors.

I used different types of Too Much Fun pre-cut masking to create some of the designs and cut my own masking designs for the car, peace sign, astronaut, soldiers, helicopter, and silhouette faces.   Positive and negative maskings were used.   No stencils were used to create this design.
